The subject of the contract shall be the supply, delivery, installation, commissioning, maintenance, after-sales service, of the following supplies:

LOT I –DATA CENTER BACKBONE HARDWARE EQUIPMENTS
I.1 Fire Extinguisher System 

Quantity: 1

General Description: It is an automatic fire alarm system, which detects the fire and system activates itself automatically to extinguish the fire.

I.2 Physical Security Camera & System 
Quantity: 1
General Description: This system will be used for Physical security of the Data center from external threats. 
I.3 Backbone routers
Quantity: 2
General Description: These equipments will be used for connecting telecom office and data center and providing internet connection the data center.

I.4 Backbone Switch
Quantity: 1
General Description: This equipment will be used for physical connection to the data center and internet connection to the servers.
I.5 External firewall
Quantity: 1

General Description: This equipment will be used for block unauthorized access and inspects network traffic passing through it, and denies or permits traffic based on a set of rules.
I.6 Load Balance Switch 
Quantity: 1
General Description: This equipment will be used for load balancing of the internet protocol (IP) traffic to the distributed Front-end servers
I.7 Projector 

Quantity: 1
General Description: This equipment will be used to reflect the image to the big screen.

The implementation period of tasks shall run from the day this contract is signed until the supplies are installed, tested and final acceptance form is signed.
