Article 2
Origin

The supplies must originate in a Member State of the European Community or a country covered and/or authorised by the specific instrument applicable to the assistance programme. 

A certificate of origin for the supplies must be provided by the Contractor at the latest when it requests provisional acceptance of the supplies. Failure to comply with this condition may result in the termination of the contract.

Article 3
Price

The price of the supplies shall be that shown on the financial offer (specimen in Annex IV). The total maximum contract price shall be <euros >.
